The crew, including talent, is no more than six (6) people. 

The photo and/or video equipment is limited to cameras, tripods, microphones or other hand-held 
equipment.

All members of the crew will remain in areas open to the public (e.g., established trails) and the activities 
will take place during normal operating hours.

All members of the crew will adhere to all laws and regulations in force at the Parks Canada location(s).

I confirm no drones or aircraft will be used. 

If you answered “No” to any of the above questions, a film/photo permit is required for your project.
